MEMBERSHIP MATTERS

This year’s TBEA membership is down slightly 
from this time last year—we currently have 104 
professional members and 40 student members, 
(162 combined members last year) with the 
greatest decreases from east and west 
Tennessee.  There is still time to join for 2008-
2009, so please encourage your colleagues at 
school to consider joining.  At the TBEA 
business meeting, proposed changes to the 
TBEA Constitution and Bylaws were approved, 
so in the future the TBEA Executive Board will 
have an appointed, voting student member and 
only two voting representatives from each of the 
three regions of the state.  Other approved 
changes included title and name updates and 
the revision of duties for certain positions.  You 
will find enclosed in this newsletter a complete 

copy of the revised Constitution and Bylaws for 
your records.  Thanks to all the hard work many 
TBEA members and officers put in regarding 
our membership survey and these changes. If 
you did not receive a membership directory at 
the conference, please contact me for an 
electronic copy.  

NBEA membership for Tennessee has also 
decreased slightly—189 professional and retired 
members and 25 student members. Our own 
Dr. Robert B. Blair from MTSU is currently 
serving as the 2009 Program Coordinator for the 
College Division for the NBEA Convention to be 
held in Chicago, IL, on April 8-11.  We hope you 
will be able to join us there; it looks like an 
exciting convention, and Chicago in the spring 
is always a great place to visit.   
 
The southern region consistently leads in  
membership (approximately 94% of our 
membership goal), but NBEA membership 
across the country is steadily decreasing—in 
fact, our NBEA dues were recently increased to 
$80 to help offset the loss of membership  
revenue.  Even though the NBEA dues have 
increased slightly ($5 per year), the benefits you  

receive including the outstanding publications 
and the $250,000 professional liability insurance 
still make membership a bargain!!  Especially in 
these tough economic times, all of our 
professional organizations need our support, so 
please encourage your school colleagues who 
might be potential members to consider joining 

both TBEA and NBEA.
