Legislative Update

Dr. Sherry Roberts, Legislative Representative

During the Legislative session at NBEA in Chicago,
Julie Ewert discussed the change in attitude towards
Career/Technical Education with the new
administration

Ms. Ewert began her presentation with this quote:

“And so tonight, I ask every American to commit
to at least one year or more of higher education
or career training. This can be community
college or a four-year school; vocational
training or an apprenticeship. But whatever the
training may be, every American will need to get
more than a high school diploma. And
dropping out of high school is no longer an
option. It's not just quitting on yourself, it’s
quitting on your country - and this country
needs and values the talents of every American.”

She also talked about the American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act of 2009. Ms. Ewert discussed the
goals of this act:

Stimulate economy by saving and creating jobs in
short term

Invest wisely to ensure nation’s long-term health
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Improve schools, increase achievement, drive
reforms and help ensure successful outcomes for all
children

through a competitive process to states,
schools and organizations

e Subgrants:

2005

0 From 2006-2008, CEE awarded 206
subgrants, $5,000 - $25,000

0 Subgrants support teacher training,
resources, activities, research,
evaluation, and replication of best
practices
